The Shen Ting String 

Quartet has premiered Xiao Youmei's String Quartet No. 1, Zhou Wenzhong's work Flowing 

Fountains, Shen Ye's chamber works as well as Kunqu Opera and strings and other innovative 

forms of music, among others, and released an album of contemporary classical chamber works, 

“Don't Ask West East”. She is now employed by Tongji University as the instructor of violin 

program in the Department of Music.
